The student must:
L1 be degree seeking and have completed at least 9 credit hours at Valencia Community
College
have a minimum overall 2.5 GPA
have successfully completed POS 2041 U.S. Government with a “C” or higher
have demonstrated a commitment to school, leadership and community service and/or have
actively participated in a government campaign
