and the Committee on Accreditation of Educational

Programs for the Emergency Medical Services Profession.

The EMS Degree program is designed for students who desire a career
in out-of-hospital emergency medicine. The program will prepare the
student for state board certification or national registry as an
emergency medical technician and a paramedic. Through a
comprehensive program consisting of theory, clinical and field
internship, the student will develop skills for assuming the role of basic
and advanced life support provider. Students must successfully
complete the state board certification for Emergency Medical
Technician before they take any advanced courses or before they are
eligible for the state paramedic examination.

Emergency Medical Technology (EMT) Diploma and Paramedic
Certificate students are encouraged to continue their studies for the A.S.
Degree. To earn the Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Degree, a
student must complete the EMT Diploma and the Paramedic Certificate
as well as the General Education and Elective Component.

General admission procedures for this program are found in the
Admissions section of this catalog. The Health Sciences Division
provides information about specific admission criteria.

Program expenses are given in the Financial section of this catalog.

The EMT Applied Technology Diploma is an open enrollment program.
Courses are corequisites. Students must register for the 11 required
credits and complete in one semester.

The Paramedic Certificate is a limited access program. Admission
to Valencia does not imply acceptance to the Paramedic Certificate
Program; students must apply and be accepted into the program.

Florida-certified paramedics who have completed a Florida-
approved paramedic program will receive, through transfer,
applicable credits for Valencia’s Paramedic Certificate Program.

Admission requirements for the A.S. Degree in Emergency Medical
Services Technolgoy are:

Submit a completed Valencia Community College application
Submit a verification of current Florida EMT license

Have a minimum overall college GPA of 2.0 (including transfer work)
Satisfy the college entry testing requirements and satisfactorily
complete all mandatory courses in reading, student success,
mathematics, English, English for Academic Purposes in which you
are placed

Submit a completed Valencia Paramedic Program application

A minimum grade of C is required in all courses to meet prerequisite
and graduation requirements. Any student admitted to the EMS
program who fails or withdraws from any two EMS courses (can be the
same course or two different courses) must petition the Health Science
EMS Program Committee for re-evaluation and readmission. Students
will be allowed to petition no more than one time.

Several Florida public universities recently have begun to provide
opportunities for A.S. degree graduates to pursue a bachelor’s degree.
Information about such opportunities, including those at the University
of Central Florida, is found in the Introduction to this catalog section.
Students who want to continue their education should contact their
university of choice.

Students are strongly encouraged to consult a Health Sciences
advisor for assistance in determining the best education plan for their
career goals.

This A.S. degree is transferable to UCF’s regional campuses offering the
B.A.S. degree. Check with UCF regional offices for their local campus
offerings. The degree may also be transferable to B.A.S. programs offered
by USF and Daytona State College. Check with USF and Daytona State
College for acceptance of this degree.

Students will be required to take 36 credit hours of General Education
courses to earn a Bachelor of Applied Science (B.A. S) degree from UCF.

To graduate from UCF’s B.A.S. program, students will also have to fulfill
the state’s foreign language requirement which is as follows: Two years
of the same high school foreign language or two semesters of the same
college-level foreign language.

INDIVIDUALS WITH A DISABILITY:

For the purpose of the Paramedic Program a "Qualified individual with a disability is one who, with or
without reasonable accommodation or modification, meets the essential eligibility requirements for participation
in the program."

Paramedic is a practice discipline with cognitive, sensory, affective, and psychomotor performance
requirements. Based on these requirements a list of "Core Performance Standards" has been developed. Each
standard has an example of an activity which a student will be required to perform while enrolled in the

Paramedic Program.
These standards should be used to assist students in determining whether accommodations or

modifications are necessary for a student to meet program requirements.

Students who identify potential

difficulties with meeting the Core Performance Standards must communicate their concerns to the college
counseling and advising staff.

Determination is made on an individual basis as to whether or not the necessary accommodations or
modifications can be reasonably made.
